Grades
Grades will be based completely on points earned divided by the total number of points.  Grades will consist mainly of tests and quizzes, labs and some homework.  The school grading scale is as follows:  A (100-90), B (89-80), C (79-70),   D (69-60), F (59 & below).  
Testing
Tests will be given at the completion of each unit; quizzes will be given often, some announced…some unannounced.  You will have ample notice to study and prepare for tests. A study guide will be given for each Unit test.  There will be informal (not graded) assessments throughout each unit
Labs
Students will regularly complete lab activities that will aide in the understanding of the curriculum.  Please follow lab rules and directions carefully to insure full credit.  Most of the labs will require lab reports at the end of the lab but some will only have questions.  Lab safety sheet must be signed and in binder all school year.  
Safety
Lab safety is very important.  We will review lab safety before the each lab.  Failure to follow lab rules will result in removal from the lab and a zero for the activity.
